The Grand 9. ______________ , officially opened in 1804, crosses the county 
from Edenderry in the east to Shannon Harbour in the west, where it then 
joins the 10. ___________ . 

The canal is used nowadays for a variety of water based activities and its 
banks are designated as a National Waymarked Trail by the National Trails 
Office of the Irish Sports Council.
